Rules of Barcombe Bonfire Society Ltd (BBS)

RESPONSIBILITIES
1. Members must follow all instructions from the BBS Committee and from any appointed delegates (e.g. Marshals).

2. Junior Members must always be accompanied by an adult Member who has agreed to be responsible for them.

3. Members must always display a valid Membership Badge when representing BBS. 

4. All Membership Fees must be paid in advance of taking part in Barcombe Bonfire Night or any Out-Meetings attended by BBS.

5. When representing BBS, Members may only process with BBS itself or with the hosting Society.
DRESS

1. Members must be dressed appropriately when representing BBS. The BBS Smuggler outfit consists of: a red & black striped jumper, white cotton trousers, a red scarf and suitable footwear. 

2. All costumes worn must be capable of being worn safely, i.e. no nylon or flammable material.
BEHAVIOUR

Any infringement of these Rules or other Unacceptable Behaviour (as deemed by the BBS Committee)  may result in withdrawal of Membership from the individual concerned, with immediate effect. 

AMENDMENTS
